Classroom Procedures/ Policies:

Absences and Tardy

Excessive tardiness and\or unexcused absences will affect your end of nine week grade and disciplinary action will be taken.

Late Work

Any make up assignment or project turned in after one week (due excused illness) or the published late deadline will receive a failing grade. 

Grading Policy

Class Materials

Student Participation
Each class period, students will be engaged in individual, cooperative small -group and whole class group reading settings, integrated reading and writing assignments, projects and presentations. Student activities will focus on building vocabulary, increasing comprehension and fluency. 

It is expected that all of these materials will be brought to class every day.  Late assignments will not be accepted. Exception can be made for illness with the doctor’s note.  Only EXCUSED ABSENCES will be accepted to turn in work late and only a week after the student has returned to class with the excused absence.
